ROBIN HOOD BILL

Many schools are facing a problem other than grades, passing rates, discipline, and attendance.  The state bill known as the “Robin Hood” Bill takes money from “rich” districts and gives it to “poor” districts in order to try to level the playing field.  Although on the surface this may look like a viable plan, many communities fear for the future of their school as a result.  Many of these districts are considered “rich” due to the industry and property rates.
