Lincoln Douglas Debate

1AC – 6 minutes long

Stand up with case in a folder, move away from stand

Present case

Intro, resolution, definitions, value, criterion, contentions with evidence

Ask for affirmative ballot, open for cx

Neg. Questioning Period – 3 minutes long  (CONFIDENCE – look to front)

Bring flow up with you

Ask about anything you didn’t get down on flow

Questions about case or value you didn’t understand

1NC – 7 minutes long

Begin by saying “I will first present my case and then refute the affirmative case”

Neg case – intro, value, criterion, contentions with evidence (3 to 3and1/2 minutes)

“Now I will refute the affirmative case”

Go point by point through aff case – begin with value – show why yours better

Go through criterion and each contention

Ask for negative ballot

Open for CX

Aff Questioning Period – 3 minutes   (CONFIDENCE _ LOOK to front)

Bring flow up with you

Ask about anything you didn’t get down on flow

Ask about arguments they made against your case

Make them explain why their value better

Aff Rebuttal – 4 minutes long

Refute the negative case – go point by point

Begin with value, criterion and then refute each contention

Spend about 2 minutes on this

Then go back and rebuild your case.  Try to rebuild your value as you refute the negative value.  Look at both together.

Neg. Rebuttal – 6 minutes

Start with aff case and refute it point by point

Finish with your case and rebuild it point by point

Go over the values and showing why your value higher

Give voters and tell judge reason to vote for you

Aff Rebuttal – 3 minutes long

Values are essential – must show why your better

Try to cross apply arguments if you can – if you have a contention that directly refutes one of opponent’s contentions show how yours is better.

Give voters and why you win

Shake hands after debate
